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INSTALLATION & OPERATION

Apply pipe thread scalant to any male pipe thread to be installed into valve.
Make sure the valve is turned off before installation.
Make sure valve is facing the appropriate direction in relation to flow
install valve into pipe or hose assemble and tighten using appropriate wrench
Before operating valve make sure valve is attached to appropriate piping, hosc or fitting.
Before operating the valve make sure there is appropriate hoses and valves are attached to the outlet side of the valve.
WARNING: Never open valve with out appropriate hoses and valve down stream of the valve, doing so will releasc anhydrous ammonia
into the air that could causc severe injury.
Before open the valve turn off any down steam valve to prevent ammonia from spraying out into the air.
To open valve turn hand wheel counter clockwise all the way until the hand wheel stops turning. NEVER OPEN VALVE PARTIALLY; DOING SO
WILL PREVENT ANY EXCESS FLOW CHECK IN THE SYSTEM FROM FUNCTIONING PROPERLY.
To close valve turn hand wheel clockwise and tighten firmly. NEVER LEAVE VALVE OPEN UNATTEDED OR WHILE TRAVELING DOWN A
ROAD. VALVE SHOULD ONLY BE OPEN WHILE IN USE.
If valve is attached to a coupling, follow step 8 then drain connection with appropriate blecder valve. Pay close attention to the dircction the bleeder
valve port is facing and make sure it’s pointing in a safe direction. Sce Coupling and blceder valve operational instruction for more detailed instruction,

MAINTENANCE

Check valve regularly for lcaks and wear.

If any threads on the valve are getting warned down replace the valve immediately

If valve leaks from pipe threcad connection try to tighten the valve to stop the Icak. If it continues to Icak replace the valve.

If valve lcaks from bonnet 25H- 10, seat 22-60, stem 25H-53 or packing nut 25H-14 cither replace valve or install repair kit, A-25H-RK immediately.

REPAIR

Remove valve from service by following the above DANGER AND WARNINGS..

Remove bonnet assembly 25H-10 from valve body and remove hand wheel from bonnet assembly

Remove stem 25H-5312 and packing nut 25H- 14 and remove all of the packing from the bonnet 25H-10.

Unscrew 22-13 Allen screw from the stem 25H-5312 and replace the 22-74-F o-ring and 25H-60 scat and replace the Allen screw and tighten firmly.
reinstall the 25H-30 washer bevel side up and install spring 25H-900 and place the scat tension washer 25H-31.

Remove and replace the Teflon packing 25H-62-F , o-ring 25H-81 11 and pack nut gasket 25H-81-FX from the packing nut 25H- 14 and screw in the
packing nut back, with grease on the threads into the bonnet 25H- 10 and hand tighten only. Please note the packing nut gasket sometimes gets stuck in
the bonnet please make sure to remove it before installing the packing nut.

Reinstall the 25H-5312 stem into the bonnet 25H-10 by pushing a little and turning clockwise simultancously until the stem is completely screwed all
the way to the bonnet.

Put thread scalant on the threads of the bonnet that screws into the valve body and replace the 25H-80-FX bonnet gasket and reinstall the

bonnet into the valve body and tighten the bonnet with a wrench,

Tighten packing nut firmly with appropriate wrench. And reinstall hand wheel.

10. Reinstall the valve into service by following the above installation instructions.
