Apply Teflon tape or other thread sealant on the
male pipe threads of the Male Housing. Avoid

Step 2: Install the Male Housing to the hose end valve.
Place the 12" Crescent® wrench on the wrench
flats on the Male Housing to tighten. Do not over-

tighten.

Step 9: Re-install the Female Housing to the Housing Cap.
Note: When the Housing Cap is tightened to
approximately 60 ft. Ibs., the marks on the two
components should be re-aligned and the Set
Screw may be re-installed.

Step 10: Reinstall the Set Screw and test pressurize the

system.
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
